



Request for Proposal

Identification of Research Needs for Great Salt Lake

Overview:   The Great Salt Lake Advisory Council has been created to advise Utah administrative and legislative bodies on the sustainable use, protection, and development of the Great Salt Lake.  The Council is seeking information on outstanding research needs for Great Salt Lake that enables Lake management organizations to ensures a sustainable Lake.  Acting through the Utah Division of Water Quality, the Council is seeking proposals from established research organizations to identify such research needs.

Required Deliverables:  The selected party will be required to prepare and deliver a report identifying Great Salt Lake research needs which require further understanding in order to further the definition of lake health, understand sustainable lake development, and lead to better protection of Great Salt Lake and its ecosystem.  The report will include a short description and justification for each research topic and an estimate of the time and money required to complete the task.  Working with the Great Salt Lake technical team the report will include a priority ranking for the research.  
Target Audience:  The target audiences for this report are:

· The Great Salt Lake Advisory Council

· The office of the Governor

· The Department of Natural Resources

· The Department of Environmental Quality

· Natural Resources Appropriations Subcommittee.

The report should be understandable by a non-technical reader/policy maker.

Resources for Research Identification:  The selected party shall work with the Great Salt Lake technical team, known Lake researchers, the Division of Forestry, Fire, and State Lands, the Division of Water Quality, and colleges and universities within Utah to identify issues.   The selected part shall hold an advertised, scoping meeting to receive general public input and issues identification.  The Council has allocated a maximum of $15,000 to complete this task.
